Special Note:  If you are bringing a dish that needs to remain cold or 
at a cool temperature, please put the dish on ice. 

Here are the descriptions of what each course includes:   
Main Course: This can be chicken, pizza, casserole, etc. Keep in mind that this should be 
enough food to feed 20-25 guests.
Fruit/Salads: This includes pasta salads, fruit bowls, etc. This should be enough to feed
20-25 guests. Again, due to the hot temperatures in the cafeteria, if you are sending a dish 
that requires a cool temperature, please put in an iced bottom dish.  Thank you!
Desserts: This includes brownies, pies, cakes, etc. This should be enough food to feed 
20-25 guests.
Drinks: 24 pack of various can drinks and bottled water

 
Here is the list of what each section is responsible for bringing:

Main Course:  Pit, Tubas, Drum Majors, All Saxophones, Mellophones
Fruit/Salads: Colorguard
Desserts: Drumline, Baritones 
Drinks: Trumpets, Flutes, Clarinets
