 The Jordan High School Band Program will have a Show & Tell 
Performance and Potluck Dinner to celebrate the end of the summer band 
camp.  The Show/Tell performance will begin at 6:30 PM on the practice 
field.  We ask that parents drop off all food items between 6:00 and 6:15 in 
the cafeteria prior to the band performance.  The Potluck Dinner will begin 
immediately after the performance at 7:15 PM in the cafeteria.
 Just as in previous years, various sections of the Marching Band are 
responsible for bringing the main courses, salads, desserts, and drinks.  We 
will be anticipating 300-400 people in attendance.  With this is mind, it is 
extremely important that everyone bring enough food to feed their family 
members and several others!

 Special Note:  Due to the food items being dropped off prior to the 
45 minute band performance, if you are bringing a dish that needs to remain 
cold or at a cool temperature, please put the dish on ice or in a cooler.
 Here are the descriptions of what each course includes:
Main Course:  This can be chicken, pizza, subs, casseroles, etc.  Keep in mind 
that this should be enough food to feed 20-25 guests.
Fruit/Salads:  This includes pasta salads, tossed salads, fruit bowls, etc.  
This should be enough to feed 20-25 guests.  Again, due to the hot 
temperatures in the cafeteria, if you are sending a dish that requires a cool 
temperature, please put in an iced bottom dish or in a cooler.  Thank you!
Desserts:  This includes brownies, cookies, cakes, etc.  This should be enough 
food to feed 20-25 guests.  Please PRE-CUT items to make serving easier.
Drinks:  Canned and bottled drinks or Water:  minimum of 24 drinks

Here is the list of what each section is responsible for bringing:
Main Course:   Pit, Flutes, Colorguard
Fruit/Salads:  Drum Majors, Mellophones, Trumpets, Tubas
Desserts:  All Saxophones, All Clarinets
Drinks:  Percussion/Drumline, Baritones
